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What is a Cookie?

A very small text file that is placed on your computer's hard

drive when accessing a Website. It cannot be used to deliver

computer viruses, essentially it is an ID card, which belongs

uniquely to your computer and can only be read by the server

that gave it to you.

What does a Cookie look like?

A cookie is a short string of text and numbers. These numbers

are your unique identification card. You can access the Cookie

files on your Windows based computer through:

Click on the My Computer area

Drive to the area where your Windows files are stored

(usually the C: drive)

Open the windows folder

Open the cookies folder

or on a Mac

Preferences in your browser

This folder stores the information on all cookies that you have

collected. To open a cookie simply double click on it.

What is a Cookie for?

It lets companies know when you return to their Websites and

what pages or services you use when you’re there. Cookies

aren’t used to store or collect any personal information. It simply

lets companies know that your unique cookie has returned to

the Website.

How will a Cookie help you:

By using cookies we will be able to see how our Website is

being used. This means we’ll be able to identify the most

popular areas of our Website and make it easier for you to

access them.

If you don’t want to accept a Cookie

You can tell your web browser to alert you every time a cookie is

offered. Then you can decide whether to accept one or not, or

you can switch it off.

If you're using Internet Explorer 6.0:

Choose Tools/Internet Options

Click the Privacy tab,

Default setting is medium. Move the slider to determine which

setting you prefer

Also look at the Advanced settings

If you're using Internet Explorer 5.0:

Choose Tools/Internet Options

Click the Security tab

Click Internet/Custom Level

Scroll down/Cookies and choose from options

If you're using Internet Explorer 4.0:

Choose View/Internet Options

Click the Advanced tab

Scroll down to the yellow exclamation icon under Security and

choose one of the three options to regulate your use of cookies

How to see cookies you've accepted:

If you're using Internet Explorer 6.0

On your taskbar, click:

Tools/Internet Options

Under the tab General (the default tab) click

Settings /View Files

If you're using Internet Explorer 5.0

On your taskbar, click:

Tools/Internet Options

Under the tab General (the default tab) click

Settings / View Files

If you're using Internet Explorer 4.0

On your taskbar, click:

View/ Internet Options

Under the tab General (the default tab) click

Settings/View Files

Netscape Communicator 4.0:

Netscape bundles all cookies into one file on your hard drive.

You'll need to find the file, which it calls Cookie.txt on Windows

machines. Netscape 4.0 will not work on Intel Macs
