A varnish increases colour absorption and speeds up the drying process.

The varnish helps to prevent the ink rubbing off when the paper is subjected to handling.

Varnishes are used most frequently, and successfully on coated papers.

Laminates are best for protection

A varnish is a liquid coating applied to a printed surface. It is also referred to as coating or sealing. It is normally used to

prevent rubbing or scuffing and often used on coated stock.

Laminate is a thin transparent plastic sheet or coating that is usually applied to covers, post cards, etc. providing protection

against liquid and heavy use, and usually accents existing colour, giving a high gloss effect.
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
